TESOL: A comprehensive 120-hour theoretical and practical skills development course in Teaching English to Speakers of Other Languages (TESOL). Points 1,2, and 3.
COURSE TIMES:
The course has three components: intensive classroom-based sessions an assignment and practical teaching. 
1. The intensive, classroom-based component runs over a week, Monday to Friday in the evenings from 18h00 – 22h00 plus a Saturday, 9 – 4pm (hrs are approx.) 
2. The assignment. This information will be given on the course.

3. Practical teaching. Those applicants who do not have a recent  PGCE will need to provide proof of practical teaching. Details to be discussed with the facilitator.

COURSE OVERVIEW:
The course provides comprehensive training in TESOL. It adheres to international best practice in the field and emphasizes the communicative approach. The course focuses on how to develop the four language skills: speaking, listening, reading and writing. Approaches to teaching grammar are covered. Grammatical knowledge and language awareness for proficient language teachers is thoroughly developed. Ongoing professional development is also stressed.

Trainees are exposed to the practice of experienced teachers during observation and are given the opportunity to develop and refine their own teaching skills during teaching practice.

Other areas covered include factors involved in language learning, a history of language teaching methodologies, classroom management, lesson planning, phonology and 
pronunciation, texts and materials development, testing and evaluation. Integrating drama and games into English Language Teaching is covered, as is English as a medium of instruction.

ASSESSMENT:
During the intensive, classroom-based component, assessment is continuous and based on participation in group discussions and performance in short, simulated teaching sessions. Final assessment is done on the above plus the assignment.

1. TEFL/TESOL courses in Port Elizabeth cost R4 700 / R 5 800 respectively including all components. We require a deposit of R1 000 on registration and the balance to be paid on commencement of the course. All cash payments must be made during office hours. Proof of payment needs to be either faxed or emailed to us. If we do not receive full payment within two weeks of the conclusion of the course the matter will be handed over to a collection agent and the trainee will be fully liable for any and all costs incurred. 
2. No certificate will be issued until the full amount has been paid.

4. Acceptance onto the course is not automatic. We require that the trainee have English first language proficiency. Second language speakers of English need to submit a letter of motivation.
